A number of Achievement Standards and supporting materials, across all three levels, have been updated for 2025 following the Ministry of Education’s Review and Maintenance Programme (RAMP) of the New Zealand Curriculum NCEA subjects.

Most of the updates have been made to improve clarity and interpretation. Some are due to the removal of submitted reports as a method of external assessment in Level 1. Some of the standards for which there were submitted reports in 2024 will now be assessed by examination, while others will now be assessed by submitted portfolio. See the Appendix for full details, including changes in internal / external standards in Level 1 Social Studies and Level 1 English. 

[image: ]The Ministry of Education has responsibility for reviewing and maintaining those achievement standards and their supporting material. The MOE, NZQA and subject associations contribute to whether standards are prioritised for review, and which materials need to be updated.

There will be no further changes to any Achievement Standards for this year. Any further RAMP changes will be for implementation in 2026 and will be signalled at the start of Term 4 2025.

Other updates affecting subjects in 2025

Removal of Supported Learning standards from NCEA
· The Supported Learning unit standards were republished in June 2024 to clarify that the unit standards are intended for students with learning and intellectual disabilities. They are not intended to be used for the award of NCEA.
· From 2025, credits gained from achieving Supported Learning unit standards will no longer be eligible to contribute to the award of a NCEA.
· This exclusion applies to all standards in the Community and Work Skills - Supported Learning - Personal, Community and Work Skills Domain, currently 29299-29310, 32927 and 32929.
· There are New Zealand Certificates (that don’t contribute to NCEA) that schools could consider offering. 

New New Zealand Scholarship subjects in 2025
· Scholarship Digital Technologies – exam.
· Scholarship Psychology – exam.

Scholarship exams 2025
· Further New Zealand Scholarship subjects will be available to be assessed by digital exam this year. The list of subjects will be confirmed soon.

Te Reo Māori 92094
· Please note that although Te Reo Māori 92094 is scheduled for assessment on 4 November (the first day of exams), it will be a school-managed assessment, however schools can work with their Exam Centre Managers for support. 
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In 2024, there were 70,250 Year 11 students enrolled at secondary schools for one day or more. Of these, 45,038 (64%) participated in a full programme of assessment leading towards a NCEA Level 1 qualification. We have defined ‘participating in a full programme’ to mean a student has been entered for at least 80 credits of assessment, inclusive of the Co-requisite credits.

Further notes about 2024 participation in NCEA Level 1
· There are four achievement standards in each new Level 1 subject. On average, across all New Zealand Curriculum (NZC) and Te Marautanga o Aotearoa (TMOA) derived subjects at Level 1, 33% of students had entries for all four standards in a subject. 
· For Level 1, 27% of achieved results came from externally assessed achievement standards, 50% from internally assessed achievement standards, and 23% from unit standards. 
· In 2024, Year 11 students who were fully participating in NCEA Level 1 were entered into an average of 101 credits (excluding the dedicated Co-requisite standards), down from 113 credits in 2023. This reduction, along with fewer, larger standards, might have had a minor impact on attainment.

The ERO review

	“The Ministry of Education will consider ERO’s report to understand its impact on NCEA Level 1 and the future implementation of Levels 2 and 3. We recognise the challenges with NCEA Level 1 changes and are committed to improving the rollout of Levels 2 and 3…. 

Many of ERO’s recommended “quick changes" have already been implemented by the Ministry. These include:
· removing submitted reports as a method of external assessment in NCEA Level 1 from 2025
· extending the transition period for the implementation of the new NCEA Co-requisite standards - originally scheduled to end in 2025 - by another two years up to the end of 2027. The extended transition will give schools and kura extra time to adjust to the new requirements and strengthen the teaching and learning of te reo matatini, pāngarau, literacy and numeracy.
· providing schools supplementary funding to help offset the costs of administering the NCEA Co-requisite assessments (see page 13 for more detail).
· offering targeted literacy and numeracy support that will initially benefit around 10,000 secondary students
· reviewing and updating Achievement Standards and supporting materials of New Zealand Curriculum NCEA subjects across all three levels.”

[bookmark: _Toc190439607]Co-requisite requirement 
Te Reo Matatini me Te Pāngarau | Literacy and Numeracy 
The purpose of the NCEA Co-requisite is to ensure that all students who attain a NCEA have the foundational Te Reo Matatini or Literacy and Pāngarau or Numeracy skills to succeed in future pathways. 
All students need to achieve the 20-credit Co-requisite to be awarded any level of NCEA. The Co-requisite is a one-off requirement.   

The transition period for the implementation of the NCEA Co-requisite, originally scheduled to end in 2025, has been extended for another two years up to the end of the 2027 academic year. This is intended to give schools, kura, and all NCEA providers extra time to adjust to the new requirements and strengthen the teaching and learning of te reo matatini, pāngarau, literacy and numeracy.   

A reminder to check whether standards are eligible, and to check students’ eligibility to use those standards: Eligibility is determined based on individual students’ enrolment status recorded with the Ministry of Education.

Co-requisite transition arrangements 2025 - 2029
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Ministry of Education Core Generic standards eligibility restrictions clarification
The standards with usage restrictions include the 266** series of standards. 
These standards may only be used to meet the Co-requisite requirement: 
· with students who are enrolled full-time with tertiary education organisations 
· or students enrolled with alternative education providers, activity centres, specialist schools, teen-parent units, health schools, and youth justice facilities, 
· or students living in Niue, Tokelau, or the Cook Islands in the current academic year. 
Students in mainstream NZ schooling can only gain the Co-requisite through the dedicated standards (324**s) or from the approved achievement standard list. 
Students should not enrol with another provider for the purpose of accessing the 266** standards.
Please refer to the Ministry of Education’s eligibility criteria for detail about students who are enrolled in an alternative eligible setting and then return to school to complete the 266* series in the same academic year. 
Eligibility for standards with restricted usage requirements is based on ENROL data. Schools need to ensure their ENROL data is accurate to ensure eligibility. Schools should contact the Ministry of Education to confirm eligibility for individual students.

A few NCEA Co-requisite reminders
Remember – the overall credit requirement for a qualification is 80 credits.

Remember – where additional standards are used to meet the Co-requisite, the associated credits can be used in calculations for course endorsement and certificate endorsement, but not towards the 60 credits (i.e. they cannot be double-counted).

Remember – The 266XXX series of unit standards can only be used to complete the Co-requisite by students who meet the eligibility criteria. If the student is only or mostly enrolled at a school or kura, they are likely ineligible. Engaging in short courses at other training organisations will not make students eligible to use these standards to complete the Co-requisite.

Co-requisite administration payment
Last year, the Ministry of Education announced that schools will receive a co-requisite payment to help offset the costs of administering the dedicated Co-requisite standards’ assessments in 2024.
NZQA will distribute this payment alongside the usual administration payment. Schools that reported results for dedicated Co-requisite standards will each receive a base payment of $200, plus $5 per candidate for each assessed result. When the payment is made, NZQA will email Principals’ Nominees a breakdown of how it was calculated.

· The payment will only be made for students assessed against the specific Literacy (US32403 and US32405), Te Reo Matatini (US32413 and US32415), Numeracy (US32406) and Te Pāngarau (US32412) standards in 2024 (not for the list of additional standards).
· The payment will be calculated based on the number of standards where there were assessed results, rather than the number of entries to a maximum of $15 per student.
· If a student participated in multiple assessment events for a standard, their school would receive a single payment for the student being assessed against that standard; and
· Absent and Standard Not Assessed outcomes are not included as an assessed result.Question

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New Process: Common Assessment Activity (CAA) 
& Tumahi Aromatawai Pātahi (TAPā) Quality Assurance 2025

Your School Relationship Manager (SRM) may request a visit with you during the Co-requisite assessment window in May or September this year to quality assure the delivery of the assessments.  

The school’s processes and practices related to CAAs and TAPā will be evaluated to ensure they provide students with credible assessment opportunities. This includes determining students’ readiness to participate, making timely entries and managing the delivery of the assessments. 

· Review information will be sent to you prior to the visit.  The template we will use aligns with the Literacy and Numeracy Administrative and Submission Instructions. 
· Visits may not necessarily be on the day a standard is being assessed and should take about two hours.  Where possible, your SRM may ask to meet with a supervisor and some students.
· After the visit, the school will receive a brief written report summarising our findings.

	Due to the administrative burden of submitted reports and concerns over authenticity, including the rapid advancement in AI tools, the Ministry of Education decided to discontinue their use as a method of external assessment in NCEA Level 1 from 2025. The change in methods of assessment is intended to support schools and teachers in implementing NCEA Level 1 and address specific concerns over authenticity.

[bookmark: _Toc189910161]Authenticity 

Schools with consent to assess standards are required to have an authenticity policy to support assessment practice. This policy must include the acceptable use of AI. School policy should help students, teachers and the school community understand the parameters for GenAI use in learning and assessment.  

Assessment is authentic when it affirms the skills, knowledge and competencies acquired by ākonga, and reflects real world contexts. 

Things to be aware of: 
· Valid assessment evidence must be the student’s own work. Similarly to plagiarism or over-scaffolding, if GenAI is used to produce evidence that is assessed as the student’s work, then the assessment is invalid.  
· The possible uses of GenAI in assessment contexts are therefore more limited than in teaching and learning contexts.  
· For NCEA internal assessments, teachers must be aware of any specific requirements of the Achievement Standard being assessed and its Conditions of Assessment. See also Guidance on the acceptable use of Artificial Intelligence. 

[bookmark: _Toc189910162]Generative AI in NCEA
Key Messages:

· Schools must have a policy on the acceptable use of GenAI. This policy should guide teachers’ and students’ NCEA assessment practice.
· The principle of authenticity means that students are required to demonstrate their own knowledge, understanding, and skills in NCEA assessment events. Any evidence submitted for assessment must be their own work. 
· Another way of thinking about a student’s ‘own work’ is that it presents evidence of the knowledge and skills being assessed against the standard that the student has independently demonstrated and that they could repeat in a different context. 
· The use of GenAI is not permitted in NCEA external assessment.

Breaches of assessment rules
Referring to the breaches of external assessment rules may help you determine your school policy, when your school assessment rules have been breached, and how you respond - Breaches of external assessment rules.

The biggest sub-category of reported breaches for 2024 external assessment came from inauthentic material within submitted external reports, specifically the use of Gen AI. 
 
As examples, the following incidents may raise questions about the credibility of a student’s result in an assessment. The list does not cover every situation.

· A teacher notes that student work may have been generated using a Gen AI tool or copied from the internet / exemplar / another source or another student
· A teacher notices a sudden increase in text in a short period of time, indicating unauthorized material or Gen AI may have been used
· A teacher considers that there may have been inappropriate assistance from another person 
· A school identifies that a teacher may have provided excessive feedback 
· A teacher notes that there may have been inappropriate collaboration between students that may affect the credibility of the results.

To improve external moderation outcomes, improve internal moderation processes.

Submit a Query   Only 3 percent of all External Moderation reports have been queried since the facility was introduced 5 years ago! Yet teachers often express disagreement with the Moderator’s decisions. Using the Query facility can help teachers gain greater clarity and improve future outcomes. Make sure you and your HODs/HOLAs have got access to the External Moderation App guide and they know how to submit a query.

Out-of-cycle moderation   NZQA may require additional moderation from a school for repeatedly failing to follow NZQA’s moderation requirements, including addressing ongoing issues in subject areas. 

In Schedule 4 of the NZQA Rules:
	6. Schools or TEOs to address issues that are identified in the report
1. External Moderation in 2024

What happened to your external moderation in 2024?

1. Benchmarking: As new Level 1 Achievement Standards were assessed and moderated in 2024, NZQA had to hold submissions until benchmarking was completed and moderators trained on grade boundaries. Benchmarking could not proceed until suitable samples had been obtained. 

2. Check moderating by another moderator for a significant number of samples to ensure consistency in moderation reports. For some systems, this involved three months of compulsory checking.

3. Standards with Explanatory Note 2 (EN2) requiring Mātauranga Māori underwent additional checks. 

4. Check moderator comments / Mātauranga Māori check moderator comments adjusted, and report returned to schools.

A note about timing: 

· We supported schools to submit moderation on time by sending monthly reminders if results had been reported but moderation not yet submitted. Moderation submissions peaked around October which delayed the completion of all processes.
· In some instances, NZQA had to hold moderation as further clarifications were needed on the standard requirements. This meant that NZQA had to work with the Ministry of Education and subject associations.

The National Moderator reports soon to be published will focus on Level 1 standards. They discuss the moderation outcomes for both internals in a subject for schools. Schools who had feedback on one standard can view moderator comments for the other standard in these reports, found through subject pages.

The selection of materials in 2025:

· The focus of moderation is again L1 standards. One standard per subject per school will be selected for moderation. However, it will be the other internal as opposed to the one moderated last year. 
· Some Level 2 & 3 standards will be selected to ensure national and school coverage.
· The samples submitted should be from 2025 assessment. 
· Your School Relationship Manager can change selected standards in consultation with you.
· Schools are required to submit moderation materials as soon as internal moderation has been completed and results returned to students. The final due date is 20 October 2025. Schools should inform their SRM if this deadline cannot be met because of when a standard is assessed. This will help us get the external moderation back to you in a timely manner. 

What will happen to your external moderation in 2025:

1. Benchmarking will only be done for standards that have significantly changed. Moderator training will be required for these standards only.

2. Moderation completion per subject and standard will be prioritised in order of submission. 

3. Check Moderation: will be initially extensive for changed standards only. All other standards will be randomly check moderated as usual to ensure timely completion of moderation reports.

4. Additional checks for Standards with EN2 Mātauranga Māori content will continue to be check moderated by Mātauranga Māori experts, and we are putting systems in place to speed the process up.

5. Additional moderators will clear peak submissions and late submissions in 2025.

 Reminders:
· Queries and appeals must be submitted within the deadline - 20 working days. 
· Check your 2025 moderation plan and communicate it to your staff.
· Request any changes to your plan now if you do not plan to assess a selected standard or if assessment programmes change during the year.
· Discuss with your SRM any selected standards that can’t be submitted by 20 October. 

To assist you to monitor the submission of external moderation, from Term 2 onwards we will send you reminders if you have reported results but not submitted required standards. 

[bookmark: _Toc189910172]Additional moderation process
In a new process for 2025, extra moderation support will be provided for selected schools that have been identified through external moderation outcomes. By the end of March, additional standards will be added to moderation plans, selected from standards assessed in 2024 and using student work from 2024. This should be submitted as soon as possible as it aims to provide feedback to help schools with assessing the standard in 2025. Schools will be contacted if they have standards added.
[bookmark: _Toc190439614]Quality Data – New Process for Subcontracting Arrangements 

If a school wants to increase the range of courses or standards that it can offer to learners, it might want to engage sub-contractors to do this. The type of subcontracting arrangement depends on the consent status of the two providers (the school and the external provider). 

[bookmark: _Toc189910174]Types of subcontracting arrangements with an external provider: 

1. Third Party Consented Memoranda of Understanding (MOUs)
a. The external provider holds consent to assess the standards 
b. The external provider holds responsibility for the quality assurance of assessment 
c. A memorandum of understanding must be in place for all external providers used 

2. Third Party Unconsented Agreements
a. The external provider does not hold consent to assess the standards, but the school/kura does 
c. The school/kura retains responsibility for the quality assurance of assessment. An application must be made to NZQA, and be approved, prior to assessing 

To minimise the risk to students, the providers and the qualification, it is important that the correct process is followed for all arrangements. 

To ensure that all results are from consented providers and students therefore receive their grades, all subcontracting arrangements must be submitted to NZQA from now on.

[bookmark: _Toc189910175]Third Party Consented MoUs – must be reviewed and uploaded every year

Where an applicant for consent to assess against standards, or a holder of a consent, proposes to use a sub-contractor which itself is the holder of a consent to assess against those standards, the applicant or holder must supply to NZQA the following information prior to using the sub-contractor:  
a. a copy of the sub-contracting agreement which must outline the responsibilities and obligations of the parties
b. the duration of the arrangement
c. the reasons for the arrangement 
d. confirmation that any advertising and other information provided to prospective learners clearly shows that the study or training involved is provided under a sub-contracting arrangement. 
From this year you will be required to upload your MoUs in the NZQA portal. More information will be provided in due course. 

[bookmark: _Toc189910176]Third Party Unconsented Agreements – must be reviewed and uploaded every 3 years

1. Where an applicant for a consent to assess against standards, or a holder of a consent, proposes to use a sub-contractor which does not itself hold a consent to assess against those standards, the applicant or holder must apply to NZQA to engage the sub-contractor.   
2. NZQA will only grant approval to an application under rule 8.2 where it is satisfied that:  
a. the holder remains responsible for the sub-contractor meeting all the holder’s obligations in relation to the consent; and 
b. the sub-contractor will meet all relevant obligations in the Act and in rules made under section 452 of the Act in relation to the consent; and 
c. there is an agreement between the holder and the sub-contractor that includes provisions to ensure that NZQA can exercise its quality assurance and enforcement powers and functions in respect of the acts or omissions of the sub-contractor relating to the consent; and 
d. the information and advertising for the study or training clearly states that it is provided through a sub-contracting arrangement; and 
e. all learner enrolments are through the holder, and the holder maintains all student enrolment and academic information; and 
f. the holder will report credits for the learners and pay the relevant credit reporting fee. 

Note: Every unconsented sub-contract must be approved by NZQA before any assessment occurs.  Contact your SRM if you need assistance.

Accurate data means less work for you, better tracking of student progress, and staff accountability.
· Check your April file and September file carefully to avoid problems later
· It takes NZQA longer to process files when we’re busy – avoid delays by checking for common errors first

In 2025, over 7500 data files were submitted to NZQA for processing.

Within these files, there were over 4.3 million errors or warnings created! 
To reduce your workload related errors and warnings, you need an understanding of both the assessment requirements and your SMS processes.

Data files progress through a sequence of stages
depending on the quality of the data.

	Errors tell you that there is a critical data issue with a record in the file. The record(s) will not be added to or updated in the NZQA database. For this to occur, the error must be corrected. 

Warnings tell you about minor data issues. A warning will still allow the record(s) to be added or updated in the NZQA database, but unless corrected, the warning message will persist.

Since 2020, schools have been responsible for paying the NZQA fee for their international students and are invoiced annually after 1 September. As for all students, all assessment results must be reported to NZQA. For international students a fee must be paid for reporting internal assessment results and/or making entries in NCEA externals and/or New Zealand Scholarship.

NZQA does not adjust invoices to accommodate school data errors so schools must have in place a system to ensure data submitted to NZQA is accurate and to pay the fee. Agreeing assessment intentions with international students when they join your school helps your staff ensure assessment data is accurate. Within your Provider Login, the Billing report in High Security Features and the Foreign Fee Payers link in Key Indicators help you check the accuracy of data reported to NZQA for international students. 

Student name changes 

If a student changes their name, a formal name change must be requested via your SRM. NZQA need evidence of a legal change of name – with a passport, birth certificate, or legal confirmation of name change document.  If you submit a preferred name to NZQA, this will appear in student’s learner logins, and examination admission slip, but not on Records of Achievement or Qualifications. Check with your SRM or schools@nzqa.govt.nz (the Data team) regarding particular situations.

Data processes for students who leave secondary education or transfer to another school

Make sure you and / or your data manager are familiar with these processes. If a student is leaving secondary education, do not withdraw their enrolment or they will lose all their entries and results for the year. If a student is transferring to your school, you need to enter all their entries and results from their previous school into your SMS, using the other school’s provider code. If a student is transferring from your school to another school, make sure you send the new PN all the student’s entries and results – they can’t access them otherwise. 

Make sure the standards file in your Student Management System (SMS) is up to date. 

Get teachers to check the versions of any standards that were put in markbooks early this year, to ensure that they have added the most recent versions.

Every request for the NZQA Data team to change a result needs to be approved by your School Relationship Manager first. 



Quality Data – Learner Login reports

NZQA has improved the Learner Login reports. They have been changed to simply indicate if a student has a registered account or not. Previous reports captured access to the old portal and not the new portal so could be incorrect.

[bookmark: _Toc190439619]Derived grades 
There is a new derived grade (DG) application submission tool. It will be introduced once final testing is completed, hopefully by the end of Term 1. We believe that the tool will make it easier and quicker to submit applications. It is designed to be an intuitive tool, but there will be support materials provided.

One of the new features is that it will pull the practice exam grades that you submit to NZQA through the monthly file submission from our database into the application. You will not have to enter these grades manually if they have already been submitted. 

You must submit practice exam grades to NZQA so that grades can be awarded when students can’t attend an exam, or their performance is impaired.

 Common reasons why students apply for derived grades: 
· a temporary acute illness or injury 
· a significantly disturbing or distressing experience 
· a sudden and significant change to a chronic illness that happens no more than 1 week before the student’s first affected assessment
· national representation in a sport, academic, or cultural event.

Each application is evaluated by NZQA based on the evidence provided. The process must be robust to ensure that student results are credible. We decline about 2% of the approximately 3,000 applications we receive each year.

Reasons why we might decline derived grade applications:

· Exam(s) sat outside dates covered by medical evidence. 
· Medical evidence does not support the application – no impairment.
· Medical evidence obtained well past the exam date – over a fortnight. 
· Students not checking their entries – students must check their admission slips to ensure the entries are accurate; their last opportunity is to put their hand up at the beginning of the exam. Checking mark books for accuracy before 1 September is essential. 
· Family events such as overseas weddings.
· Limited disruption to an exam – fire alarms are common occurrences, as is outside noise.  
· Issues with technology that have been resolved. A loss of connectivity doesn’t necessarily mean work isn’t saved. Quite often the work is saved and available for marking once connectivity is restored. 
· National representation application that is not for representing New Zealand (or another country). Clubs, churches, regional, local and self-selection will be declined.
· Loss of preparation time before an exam.

Calendar notes – plan for these early:
· Co-requisite CAA and TAPā assessment event 1 entries are due in your 1 April data file.
· Co-requisite CAA and TAPā assessment event 2 entries are due by 18 August.
· External moderation must be submitted for each requested standard as soon as the internal assessment process is complete.
· Grades from school practice exams for use as potential derived grades should be reported to NZQA before external exams begin.
 
 
We have developed an editable template based on the NZQA Key Dates Year Planner. To use, click on the blue “USE TEMPLATE” button. This will save a copy to your Google drive to then personalise for your use. 
It does not have all the Key Dates in it. You should always refer to the key dates for secondary assessment published on the NZQA website. 
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A year planner that blends the NZQA key dates with your school/kura key dates may help you make date decisions during the year, ensure staff are well informed, and keep to deadlines. 
 
Suggestions for personalising the calendar to suit your school / kura: 
· delete information not relevant to you e.g. assessments you’re not involved with or anniversary days that are not applicable. 
· add significant school-wide events, such as  
· sports - tournament weeks, athletics and/or swimming sports days, major games 
· arts and events - school production, camps, open evenings, prize giving ceremonies 
· assessment - specific Co-requisite assessment dates, school derived grade exams 
· staff commitments - parent-teacher interviews, open evenings, reports. 
· change or add colour coding to highlight different patterns e.g. reporting cycles.

	The following is a draft template for a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that could be used between a school and a consented external provider (which may be another school). It is a suggestion only and should be adapted to suit specific arrangements negotiated between the school and the outside provider. To protect all parties, the MOU must be agreed and signed before the delivery of any standards commences.



1. This Memorandum is between (the school and its provider code) and (the external provider and its provider code).  The following arrangements have been agreed between (the school) and (the external provider) to enable the students of (the school) to be taught and assessed against standards in the domains listed below for which (the external provider) has NZQA Accreditation/Consent to Assess.

	The standard(s) to be assessed are as follows:









2. (The external provider) as provider of professional services to (the school), ensures that the required standards of teaching, assessment, moderation and quality assurance are maintained by agreeing to:
a. provide qualified staff competent with NZ Qualifications and Credentials Framework (NZQCF) procedures to deliver courses and assess students for the standards relating to the courses delivered
b. have quality management systems to oversee and deliver courses or programmes of learning that lead to the assessment of the standards
c. ensure that the standards are assessed according to NZQA requirements
d. have quality management systems in place for assessment and moderation procedures
e. have procedures for regular and timely reporting of results to the school and ensure that results will be reported to the school by (date) 
f. have administrative responsibility for the enrolment of students in their courses
g. have responsibility for the welfare of students while under their supervision#
h. have responsibility for health and safety (Schools should ensure these align with the school’s health and safety, and welfare expectations)
i. have responsibility for reporting the attendance and progress of students while attending courses 
j. have the responsibility for managing student appeals.
k. the external provider gives permission for the new school to report results using its provider code for students transferring between schools.


3. (The school), as the receiver of academic services from (the external provider), ensures that:

a. it has verified whether (the external provider) has consent to assess the standards specified above
b. it has procedures to collect fees from students and enter them for NZQCF qualifications. 
c. it has procedures for the entry of students to NZQCF qualifications
d. it has the responsibility for student welfare when travelling to and from (the external  provider)
e. it (or stipulate the person) will oversee the functions of this Memorandum of Understanding
f. it will pay (the external provider) the agreed sum of (financial details) (when and under what terms).

4. (The school) and (the external provider) confirm that any advertising and other information provided to prospective students clearly shows that the study or training involved is provided under a sub-contracting arrangement.

5. Termination and Amendment of this Agreement
a. This agreement will be in place from (date) until (date), for a maximum of 12 months.
b. This agreement will be reviewed annually for effectiveness by (date) 
c. Any amendments to the provision of this agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties.

6. Dispute Resolution
a. In the event of any dispute or controversy arising out of, or relating to this Agreement, the two parties agree to exercise their best efforts to resolve the dispute as soon as possible. The parties shall, without delay, continue to perform their respective obligations under this Agreement that are not affected by the dispute.
b. In the event of any dispute or controversy arising out of, or relating to this Agreement, the protection of students will not be compromised in any way.
c. In the event of this arrangement being terminated, the students will be protected financially through (add agreed arrangements here).
