You must play  
all three characters. Be creative in your use of space, physicality, and dialogue to convey the story.

You have TWO minutes to plan your performance. You may use pen and paper for planning, but not in 
the performance or the reflection that follows it.

The content and context of the performance must not relate to any material already presented. Your 
performance must not exceed TWO minutes.

You may refer to this card again in your reflection to camera.
Talk about how you developed dramatic interest:
•	 Where do you think it was successful, and why?
•	 What might you do differently another time?

Your reflection must not exceed TWO minutes.
