Candidates may request assistance to understand the requirements of
the assessment task.

o The assessor must be satisfied that the candidate can independently
demonstrate competence against the unit standard.

e Candidates may use a bilingual and/or an English dictionary, but not
electronic devices.

¢ Candidates must be given the opportunity to edit and proofread their
work.

Context/setting

It is recommended that:

¢ the outcomes are assessed as part of an integrated unit of work, relevant to the learning
context of the candidate;

e assessment be conducted in conjunction with assessment against other English Language unit
standards at this level.
