Assessor guidelines

Assessors need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by the unit standard. The
outcomes, performance criteria and guidance notes contain information, definitions, and
requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing learners against it.

iv.  must be familiar and relevant but must not have been seen by the candidates
prior to the assessment;

v. may be abridged versions designed for candidates;

vi.  must be guided by the first 1500 words of New General Service List.

e The assessment schedule is for assessors only and is not to be shared with candidates
during the assessment process.
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e Refer to your organisation’s policies before offering a resubmission or further
assessment opportunity.
