Guidance means the teacher can help you only with the steps involved in planning and carrying out 
the presentation. 

Detailed refers to understanding that has breadth or depth. 

Structured content is in logical order and contributes to a coherent presentation. 

Effectively refers to structure and communication that is credible and connected. 

Convincingly refers to structure and communication that that is compelling and well organised.

2. Your assessor will provide some guidance regarding the planning and presentation in this 

assessment. 
 
3. You will be assessed on your understanding of the aspect of Pacific Culture and on the quality 

of your presentation.
