Joint Recognition Statement between the Republic of Korea and New Zealand
acknowledging the research result on the Comparability of Senior Secondary School
Qualifications

The purpose of this Joint Recognition Statement is to acknowledge the result of the joint
research report on the Comparison of Senior Secondary School Qualifications between the
Republic of Korea (ROK) and New Zealand. The report will support higher education
institutions in the Republic of Korea and New Zealand to make decisions about the
comparability of Korean High School Certificate and the New Zealand National Certificate of
Educational Achievement ILevel 3.

The joint research report indicates that it is possible to conclude that the senior secondary
school curricula between the two countries are broadly comparable. The conclusion was
based on the number of common denominators for Mathematics and Science subjects using
the concept of internationally recognised ‘best-fit’.

At the first meeting of the ROK-New Zealand Joint Policy Committee on Education in March
2010 in Wellington, New Zealand, it was decided to carry out joint research on primary and
secondary education. The research involved a curricutum-to-curriculum comparative analysis
of Mathematics and Science subjecis from May 2013 to December 2014 to map the ROK and
New Zealand’s senior secondary school qualifications. It was conducted by a joint working
group comprised of rescarchers from the Korea Institute for Curriculum and Evaluation
(KICE), and subject matter experts and staff from the New Zealand Qualifications Authority
(NZQA) and the New Zealand Minisiry of Education. The resuit was reported at the second
ROK-New Zealand Committee in Sejong on June 2015. The joint research report by KICE
and NZQA has helped to promote a shared understanding of the ROK and New Zealand’s
education systems and curricula.

In the future, ROK and New Zealand Took forward to co-operating further on policy and
implementation for their secondary school qualifications recognition.
